Board of Education Meeting Minutes

February 26, 2018
The regular meeting of the Board of Education of Central Montcalm Public School was called to order by President Simpson in the High School Media Center on Monday, February 26, 2018 at 7:00 p.m.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Motion by Bowen, supported by Giles, that the consent agenda, be approved, as follows:

3. To employ Susan Hill, probationary teacher, effective February 6, 2018, contingent upon unprofessional conduct and criminal background checks.  

4. To employ Jennifer Rios as a part-time paraprofessional, effective February 26, 2018, contingent upon unprofessional conduct and criminal background checks.  
5. To consider the request of Carolyn Ross for an unpaid leave, April 16, 17, 18, 2018, to travel.

6. To consider the request of Karen Velchansky for an unpaid leave, April 2-6, 2018, to travel.  

7. To accept the retirement of Patricia Gordon from her cook’s helper position, effective February 16, 2018.  

8. To ratify advisors for 6th-grade Camp to Mystic Lake, May 3-5, 2018.  

9. To approve an overnight field trip for the Hornet Football Team, Mecosta County Park, July, 2018. 

10. To accept the resignation of Christina Helmes from her para position, effective March 9, 2018.

Motion by Rogers, supported by Hopkins that the request of Carolyn Ross for an unpaid leave, April 16, 17, 18, 2018, to travel with her husband be approved.  Yeas:  Rogers, Hopkins, Bowen, Ryan and Simpson.  Nays: Giles.  Motion carried.  

Motion by Rogers, supported by Bowen, that the request of Karen Velchansky for an unpaid leave, April 2-6, 2018 to travel with her family be approved.  Yeas:  Rogers, Hopkins, Bowen, Ryan and Simpson.  Nays: Giles.  Motion carried.  

President Simpson established a committee for the purpose of determining some guidelines in connection with leave requests, i.e., Simpson, Rogers and Ryan. 
Motion by Hopkins, supported by Rogers, that the proposed policy Vol 32, #1, be reviewed for a second time and adopted.  
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Those in favor 6, opposed 0.  Motion carried.

President Simpson reviewed the committee structure with the Board.  It was the consensus that all would remain the same.  

There was some discussion as to the indiscriminate use of the entrance drive into the schools.
