If you were unable to make it, I passed out several important informational papers as well as permission slips.  Your child should have brought them home today. Please carefully read over the papers. 

During the upcoming week, the boys and girls will be spending time learning the rules and procedures of our classroom. These rules and procedures are essential to a smooth running classroom. 

Homework

Your child should have brought a homework policy printed on orange paper.  It is very important that you read and discuss this policy with your child. 

Homework will not begin until next week.  As stated in the homework policy, I will send homework home the first day of the week and it is due on Friday.  Please note that homework will not be assigned until next week.

Math

To be successful in math, it is essential that your child memorize their multiplication facts.  In the upcoming months, your child will learn how to multiply and divide large numbers.  Your child will find these concepts 

very difficult if he/she does not know his/her multiplication facts.   I will send more information about this topic in upcoming newsletters.

Spelling

Your child’s new spelling words are listed in his/her planner.  Since it is the beginning of the school year, the first spelling test will not be until next week.

Science 

The Science curriculum contains a lot of hands-on projects that require that all students must be present.  (It is very difficult to make up hands on experiments.)  The titles of our science units are A View from the Earth, Organisms in Their Environment, States of Matter, and Energy Transfer.  We will also study several different Health topics such as nutrition. 

Social Studies

Your child will be studying Michigan History from statehood to the present, geography of the United States, Government, and Economics.
